ADDITIONAL IDENTIFICATION DATA GUIDANCE


Additional identification (ID)data is a means for adding end-user identity information to the pre-registered DAO (Department/Agency/Organization) description during the key ordering process.  It is an “optional” field on the SCIP and IRIDIUM key order forms.  Registered DAO descriptions should be as generic as possible, using the additional ID data field for adding more detailed/clarifying end-user identification.


To date, the Additional ID field has not been made available for SCIP products.  Older SCIP product software versions did not properly handle key populated with Additional ID creating potential key load and interoperability problems.  The transitioning of SCIP products from Basic FIREFLY to Enhanced FIREFLY key required users to update their SCIP products with the latest software releases.  SCIP products with the latest software versions will successfully handle key populated with Additional ID.


Please use the following formula(s) when requesting Additional ID on a key order request form:

A.  FOR NON-EKMS KEY ORDERS:

TOTAL CHARACTER/SPACES AVAILABLE  =  40

From the total of 40, subtract the number of characters and spaces which make up the DAO description associated with the DAO Code being ordered.

The result of the above = the amount of characters/spaces available for Additional ID Data. Additional ID Data can be used either in the first line, second line, or a combination of both.

B.  FOR “EKMS” KEY ORDERS (EKMS KEY IS REQUIRED WHEN THE SCIP EQUIPMENT IS USED IN CONJUNCTION WITH A LOCAL MANAGEMENT DEVICE (LMD)):  

IMPORTANT NOTE:  THIS GUIDANCE HAS BEEN UPDATED SINCE EKMS CF NOTICE # 203!!

TOTAL CHARACTERS/SPACES AVAILABLE  = 16 (ONE LINE ONLY - EKMS ID consumes one entire line of Additional ID.)

From the total of 16, subtract the number of characters and spaces which make up the DAO description associated with the DAO Code being ordered.

The result of the above = the amount of characters/spaces available for Additional ID Data.


Character space used up by the Class 6 Code (whether ordered or not) has already been factored in the totals provided in the above formulas.


The following examples are provided to help show User Reps how to determine DAO description character size:

EXAMPLE 1 OF DAO DESCRIPTION CHARACTER SIZE:

LINE 1:   EKMS CENTRAL FAC

LINE 2:   CUST SPT

EXAMPLE 1 CHARACTER SIZE  =  24

EXAMPLE 2 OF DAO DESCRIPTION CHARACTER SIZE:

LINE 1:    USA

LINE 2:    1ST BRIGADE

EXAMPLE 2 CHARACTER SIZE  =  14

(NOTE:  SPACES BETWEEN CHARACTERS MUST BE COUNTED.)

PROHIBITED CHARACTERS:  There are three (3) special characters that are NOT permitted in the Additional ID Data field.  Those characters are:

· PERCENT  (%)

· APOSTROPHE ( ‘ )

· BACKSLASH ( \ )

User Reps should avoid using these special characters when populating the Additional ID Data field on Key Order Request forms.
